1. Type of contract 
Supplies, CPV code: 43415000-5 | Foundry moulds
2. Contract award procedure 
The procedure is conducted by means of a Request for Tenders in accordance with the principle of competitiveness.

3. The project contract shall be awarded in accordance with: 
· The principle of competitiveness as defined in the Guidelines on the eligibility of expenditure under the European Regional Development Fund, the European Social Fund and the Cohesion Fund 2014-2020 and the Guidelines on the eligibility of expenditure under the Intelligent Development Operational Programme 2014-2020.

The tender procedure shall be conducted in compliance with the rules resulting from Article 44(3) of the Act of 27 August 2009 on Public Finance (Journal of Laws of 2009, No. 157, item 1240, as amended), i.e. in an expedient and economical manner, observing the principles of: obtaining the best results from specific expenditure and optimal selection of methods and means to achieve the assumed objectives.
The contract will be awarded in compliance with the principles of: transparency, openness, protection of fair competition and making every effort to avoid conflict of interest understood as not being impartial and objective in the selection of the Economic Operator for the performance of this contract.

5. Description of the subject of the contract
The subject of the contract is the supply of:

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Remarks on the subject of the contract: 

1. The requirements described above represent the Contracting Authority’s minimum expectations for the subject of the contract.

2. At the request of the Bidder, the Contracting Authority will send information on the requirements for the dimensions of the moulds and how they are to be attached to the PU machine. For this purpose, please send an e-mail to: brajchel-chyla@kaps.com.pl.
3. The moulds supplied should be brand new and authorised for marketing within the European Union.
4. It is the responsibility of the Contracting Authority to test the subject of the contract.

5. The guarantee for the moulds is min. 12 months, counting from the date of a mutually signed handover protocol confirming the completion of the subject of the contract.
Verification based on the Bidder’s statement as set out in Appendix 1 – Tender Form.

6) Eligibility criteria:
KAPS sp. z o. o. indicates that the contract award procedure is available to the Economic Operator:

1. Who has the capacity to act in legal transactions and the necessary authority to deliver the subject of the contract in accordance with the law.
2. In respect of whom no bankruptcy, composition or enforcement proceedings have been initiated.

3. Who has the technical potential and staff able to perform the contract.

4. Who has the knowledge and experience necessary to perform the subject of the contract:

- completion of at least one contract for the supply of moulds for making polyurethane insoles, confirmed by a letter of reference or a handover report.
5. Who is in a financial and economic position to perform the contract.

6. Who will submit a tender guaranteeing comprehensive performance of the subject of the contract in accordance with the indicated scope and according to the result of this procedure, with the tender validity period not shorter than 3 months starting from the deadline for the submission of tenders – verification on the basis of the tender delivered to the Contracting Authority, the specimen of which constitutes Appendix No. 1 to this Request for Tenders.
7. Who will provide a statement of acceptance of the essential terms of the agreement.

8. Who is not in arrears with payment of taxes, fees, health and social security contributions – no liabilities to the State Treasury for taxes and no liabilities to the Social Security.
The criteria in section 6 will be verified on the basis of the signed statement attached as Appendix No. 2 to the Request. Prior to signing the agreement, the Contracting Authority reserves the right to check the truthfulness of the data in the statements, including compliance with the Bidder’s financial documents, and, in case of doubt, will be entitled to request the relevant tax clearance certificates.

8) Place for submission and opening of tenders, form of submission of tenders:

· Tenders submitted after the deadline will not be considered. 
· The Contracting Authority shall not allow submitting tenders for lots. 
· The Contracting Authority shall not allow submitting variant tenders.
· Tenders may be submitted in two languages: Polish and English, with the submission of a tender in Polish being obligatorily required by the Contracting Authority.
· In the course of evaluating and examining the tenders, the Contracting Authority may request the Bidders to provide clarifications regarding the content of the submitted tenders and the attached documents. 
· The agreement will be signed within 40 working days from the date on which the Contracting Authority notifies the successful Bidder that they have been awarded the contract.
· By submitting a tender, the Bidder also agrees to the processing by the Contracting Authority, participants in the proceedings and other authorised entities of personal data within the meaning of the Personal Data Protection Act (consolidated text: Journal of Laws of 2002, No. 101, item 926, as amended) included in the tender and its appendices.
· The controller of the personal data provided in connection with the tender is KAPS sp. z o.o. ul. Przemysłowa 40, 32-765 Rzezawa -> the “Company”. Personal data of the bidder (the party submitting the tender) in response to the published Request for Tenders (basis for processing -> Article 6(1)(b) GDPR), as well as their representatives and other persons acting on their behalf, e.g. employees or associates of the bidder (basis for processing -> Article 6(1)(f) GDPR, i.e. the so-called legitimate interest of the data controller), will be processed for the purpose of examining the submitted tender in the course of the tender procedure and, if the tender is selected, for the purpose of concluding and performing the agreement. Personal data may also be processed for the purposes of investigating, establishing or defending against claims relating to the tender procedure and the subsequent performance of the agreement concluded on the basis of the tender. Personal data may also be used to comply with public law obligations under the law (Article 6(1)(c) GDPR).
· The data will not be shared with anyone, unless this is necessary for the performance of an agreement the Company is a party to, or it is required by law. · The Bidder has the right to access the data, including obtaining a copy of the data, the right to data portability, the right to rectification and erasure of the data, the right to restrict processing and the right to object (where the processing is based on Article 6(1)(f) GDPR). The Bidder also has the right to lodge a complaint with the supervisory authority (President of the Office for the Protection of Personal Data).
· Personal data will be deleted or anonymised at the latest after the expiry of the limitation period for potential claims relating to the submitted tender or the performance of the agreement, in particular those arising from the process of tendering or the conclusion and performance of the agreement concluded by the Company, public law obligations, or for a shorter period if an effective objection has been raised. The provision of data is voluntary, but necessary for the above mentioned purposes.

· The Contracting Authority informs that the personal data referred to in the preceding bullet points shall be processed in order to fulfil the legitimate purpose, which is in particular: to conduct the procedure by means of a Request for Tenders in accordance with the principle of competitiveness, to conclude and perform an agreement with the Economic Operator selected in this procedure, to make settlements and payments related to the performance of the agreement.
· The tender and all prescribed appendices must be signed by the person authorised to represent the Bidder in accordance with the registration certificate, statutory requirements and legal provisions.
· In order to be valid, the tender shall be submitted in writing – scans of signed documents. The selected Economic Operator will be obliged to deliver the original documents by post, courier or in person to Kaps sp. z o.o., ul. · The tender must correspond to the provisions of the Request for Tenders.
· Any corrections to the tender must be made legibly and bear the signature of the person signing the tender (name and surname).
· If the tender and the appendices are signed by an authorised representative, he/she must submit the relevant power of attorney or legal authorisation which must be provided in the form of an original or a notary certified copy.
· The submission by the Bidder of false information affecting or likely to affect the outcome of this procedure shall constitute grounds for rejection of the tender.
9) Tender preparation:
The tender must be prepared on the tender form attached as Appendix No. 1 to this request and be accompanied with the following appendices and documents signed by authorised persons:
1) Current extract from the appropriate register or current certificate of entry in the register of business activity, if separate regulations require entry in the register or notification of entry in the register of business activity, issued no earlier than 3 months before the deadline for the submission of tenders.
2) Document confirming the supply of at least one analogous moulds in at least 1 company, e.g. a letter of reference or a handover report.
3) Statement on capital and personal relations in accordance with the specimen attached as Appendix No. 3 to this Request.

4) Set of statements by the Bidder on the fulfilment of the conditions for participation in the procedure, in accordance with the specimen attached as Appendix No. 2 to this Request.
Grounds for rejection of a tender:
The Contracting Authority may reject a tender if:

1) it does not correspond to the provisions of the Request for Tenders;

2) it is submitted after the deadline for the submission of tenders;

3) it is invalid under separate provisions;

4) it does not contain all the signatures, documents or statements required by the Contracting Authority.
10) Tender evaluation criteria, their importance (weighting) and a description of the scoring method:
When selecting a tender, the Contracting Authority will be guided by:

1.
The price criterion, i.e. the net price proposed by the Bidder for the purchase of the subject of the contract – the weight of the criterion is 100% (100 points).

Tender evaluation method:

1)
Criterion 1 – Net price 
- calculation method: Pk1 = (Cn / Cr x 100%) x 100 

where: 

Pk1 – score for the criterion 

Cn – the lowest price tendered 

Cr – price of the evaluated tender 

The aforementioned criterion will be verified on the basis of the tender form attached as Appendix No. 1 to this Request.

The Contracting Authority will select the best tender, i.e. the one which obtains the highest score.

Tenders in foreign currencies will be evaluated on the basis of the tender values in PLN – the tender price will be converted at the average exchange rate of the National Bank of Poland (NBP) on the date of publication of this Request or the closest to that date, if no exchange rate is published on that date.

If no information is provided in this criterion, this criterion will not be scored. The results of all calculations made in the “price” criterion shall be rounded to two decimal places, observing the mathematical rounding rules.

The Contracting Authority informs that if certain tenders obtain the same final score, the selection of the best tender will be based on environmental criteria: lower energy consumption. To this end, the Contracting Authority shall be entitled to request additional clarifications and/or documents from the Supplier. 

The tender should include the net remuneration for the subject of the contract and the applicable VAT.
11) Contract performance date:
No later than: within 60 days of receipt of the design of the insoles. By the end of August 2023 at the latest.

13) Information on the scope of the exclusion: 
In order to avoid conflict of interest, the contract may not be awarded to entities with personal or capital relations with the Contracting Authority. Capital or personal relations shall be understood as mutual relations between the Contracting Authority or members of the Contracting Authority bodies and the Economic Operator or members of the bodies of the Economic Operator, consisting in particular in:
1. participation in the company as a partner in a civil law partnership or partnership,
2. possession of at least 10% of shares or stocks,
3. performing the function of a member of the supervisory or management body, proxy, attorney,
4. being in such a legal or factual relationship as to give rise to reasonable doubts as to impartiality in the selection of the Economic Operator, in particular being married to, being in a linear consanguinity or affinity relationship, in a collateral second degree consanguinity or second degree affinity or in a relationship comprising adoption, custody or guardianship.

14) Essential terms of the agreement: 
The Economic Operator should pay particular attention to the statement contained in Appendix No. 2 to this request, in which they declare that they have studied the essential terms of the agreement and, if their tender is selected, they are ready to sign the agreement under the terms specified by the Contracting Authority. The agreement with the Economic Operator will be based on the contents of this request and the submitted tender.
The general terms of the agreement which are essential for the Contracting Authority are as follows:
1.The subject of the contract is the supply of:

2. The subject of the agreement must be performed in accordance with the tender submitted (attached to this agreement) and the tender documentation which is an integral part of the agreement and in accordance with the Contracting Authority’s guidelines. 

3. The Economic Operator declares that they have adequate technical facilities and the relevant authorisations and qualifications to deliver the subject of the agreement.
4. The Economic Operator warrants that 3 sets of moulds (15 moulds in total) for making prophylactic/orthopaedic insoles made of polyurethane supplied under the agreement:
1) will be their property and will not be encumbered by any third party rights; 
2) will be brand new and of adequate quality.

5. The date of completion of the subject of the agreement shall be deemed to be the date of a mutually signed handover report without reservations, confirming the completion of the entire subject of the agreement.
6. If any material circumstance arises which causes the performance of the agreement not to be in the public interest, which could not have been foreseen when the agreement was concluded, the Contracting Authority may withdraw from the agreement within 30 days of becoming aware of these circumstances.
7. In the case referred to in section 6, the Economic Operator may claim only the remuneration due for the performance of a part of the agreement.
Any amendments to the agreement may only be made in the form of an annex signed by both parties, otherwise being null and void.
15) Conditions for amending the agreement.
Amendments to the Agreement with the Economic Operator after its conclusion are only permitted in the following cases:
a) revision of the agreement implementation schedule resulting from the provisions of the agreement between the Contracting Authority and PARP, if this agreement has been amended after the award of the contract,
b) if this becomes necessary due to a change in the generally applicable legislation after the conclusion of the Agreement, to the extent necessary to adapt the Agreement to the changes in the generally applicable legislation,
c) change of the deadline for performance of the Agreement due to stoppages and delays caused by the Contracting Authority, having a direct impact on the timely performance of the subject of the contract – maximum by the duration of the stoppages and delays,
d) change of the deadline for performance of the Agreement due to force majeure having a direct impact on the timely performance of the subject of the contract – maximum by the duration of its occurrence,
e) The Contracting Authority reserves the right to amend the provisions of the concluded agreement resulting from these specifications, provided that such amendments are necessitated by circumstances arising after the conclusion of the agreement and which may affect the proper performance of this contract. Any amendments to the agreement must be made in writing.
f) The Contracting Authority envisages the possibility of amending the provisions of the concluded Agreement in relation to the content of the tender on the basis of which the Economic Operator was selected, only if it is due to the emergence of new information, facts that make it impossible to perform the Agreement in its original form, only for reasons that could not have been foreseen at the stage of its conclusion, and provided that it will not affect the objectives and results of the project and the amendment will be introduced for the benefit of the project. The amendment shall be made in writing by mutual understanding of both Parties to the Agreement. 
g) change in the method of settlement of the agreement or making payments to the Bidder, e.g. as a result of changes to the project subsidy agreement concluded by the Contracting Authority or to the guidelines for project implementation, 
h) necessity to implement the project using technical/technological solutions other than those indicated in the design documentation, if the use of the indicated solutions could result in a failure to perform or a defective performance of the project. 
16) Cancellation of the procedure:
The Contracting Authority reserves the right to cancel the procedure if:
a) the best tender exceeds the budget set by the Contracting Authority for the purchase of 3 sets of moulds (15 moulds in total)
b) the subsidy agreement is terminated by PARP, which would result in the non-award of the subsidy funds that were to be used to finance the contract,
c) there has been a material change in circumstances such that the conduct of the procedure or performance of the contract is not in the public interest, which could not have been foreseen earlier,
d) the procedure is burdened with an irremovable defect that prevents the conclusion of a public procurement agreement that cannot be invalidated.
If the procedure is cancelled, the Contracting Authority shall not be liable for the costs incurred by the bidders to prepare and submit their tenders.
Bidders shall have no claim against the Contracting Authority as a result of their tenders being rejected.
All costs of attending any pre-tender meetings and site visits shall be borne by the Bidder.
17) Terms of payment:
The basis for payment will be the VAT invoice provided by the Supplier. Payment by instalments according to the following schedule:
1) Advance payment of 30% of the value of the subject of the agreement – payable within 14 days after signing the agreement;

2) The remaining value, i.e. 70% of the value of the subject of the agreement – payable within 14 days from the date of a mutually signed handover report confirming the completion of the entire scope of the agreement.
18) Additional information:
In the course of evaluating the submitted tenders, the Contracting Authority may request the Bidder to provide clarifications regarding the content of the submitted tender and to make final adjustments to the tender. If deemed appropriate, the Contracting Authority reserves the right to negotiate the prices and conditions set out in the tender with the selected Bidders. Only those Bidders whose tenders have been evaluated as the best ones will be invited to possible negotiations.
