I. INTRODUCTION:
1. The languages of the proceedings are Polish and English.

2. The proceedings are performed according to the principles of fair competition,

effectiveness, disclosure and transparency.
3. The provision of the Act of 29 January 2004 – Public Procurement Law (Journal 
of Laws of 2017, item 1579) do not apply to the proceedings.
4. The proceedings for awarding the contract are carried out under the procedure of the announcement of the request for quotation with an estimated order value equal 
to or higher than the amounts specified in the provisions issued on the basis 
of art.

IV. DESCRIPTION OF PART OF THE CONTRACT – IF SUBMITTING TENDER FOR LOTS IS ACCEPTED: 
The Awarding Entity does accept submitting tenders for lots:

· the purchase and assembly of printing machine with specialized convex printing unit  as a part of Shrink Sleeve Label (SSL) with convex printing –

V. PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE OF THE CONTRACT:
1. The agreement shall forthwith be signed with the selected Supplier, who has submitted the best tender. The date of delivery, assembly and acceptance (SAT) of the object 
of the contract: printing machine with die-cutting and embossing unit as a part 
of Shrink Sleeve Label (SSL) with perforation production line – 1 pcs and printing machine with specialized convex printing unit  as a part of Shrink Sleeve Label (SSL) with convex printing – 1 pcs in The Awarding Entity's company cannot 
be longer than 31.01.2023.
2. Delivery conditions: DDP (Delivered Duty Paid) Białystok - the organization and costs of loading and transport to the headquarters of the commissioning party 
at J. Kuronia 4 in Bialystok, insurance and possible customs duties are borne by the Supplier (the Seller) along with the risk associated with the loss or damage of the goods.
3. The parties shall accept the date of signing the final acceptance protocol without comments as the contract  completion date.

VI. CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATING IN THE PROCEEDINGS:
 Tenderers entering into the proceedings should comply with the following conditions:

2. Tenderer has the necessary knowledge and experience in the implementation 
of the contract which is the request of the quotation no 17/04/2022/3.2.1 POIR.
3. Tenderer has the appropriate technical and personnel potential to perform the contract which is the request of the quotation no 17/04/2022/3.2.1 POIR.
4. Their economic and financial situation ensures the execution of the contract.

5. Is not the subject to an exclusion from the proceedings for awarding the contract based on the Article 24 (1) and (2) of the Public Procurement Law.
Confirmation of meeting the conditions indicated in point VI in subsections from 1 to 5 will 
be verified based on the tenderer’s declarations included in the presented offer which should be drafted on the form, constituting the enclosure 2 for the request for quotation.
6. Tenderers related with Masterpress SA personally or financially are excluded from the participation in the proceedings. 3. In the course of verify and evaluation of submissions, the Awarding Entity may require Tenders to explain the content of the submitted offers. Any other written application by the Awarding Entity to provide the explanation is required to resolve a written reply to the mailing list to the e-mail address provided by the Awarding Entity within the time limit indicated by the Awarding Entity. In the event of a non-respondent response by the Tenderer invited to explain within the time limit set by the Awarding Entity, the offer submitted by that Tenderer was rejected.

4. In the case of tenders submitted personally at the Employer's Office, the submissions should be submitted during the Office's working hours, i.e. from 08:00 to 16:00.

X. DESCRIPTION OF PREPARING A TENDER: 
1. A tender should be prepared in one copy on the Tender Form constituting Enclosure no. 2 to the present RFQ.
2. Tenderers are obliged to attach to the tender form: 

a) detailed specification of the tender order indicating the technical parameters 
of machines being the object of the contract; the specification should contain descriptions relating to the functionality desirable in enclosure no 1 to the request of quotation no 17/04/2022/3.2.1 POIR.  In the event that the minimum parameters indicated in Annex 1 to the request for quotation are not available in the offer attached to the offer, the offer is considered incompatible with the search function in the request for proposal and rejection for formal reasons;

b) submitted and signed Tenderer’s Declaration of Lack of Equity Links and Personal Relations with Masterpress S.A. (Enclosure no 3 to the request 
of quotation no 17/04/2022/3.2.1. POIR).

c) if the tender has not been signed by a person authorized to represent the Tenderer, in accordance with the form of representation specified in the court register or other document appropriate for the given organizational form of the Tenderer, an appropriate power of attorney should be attached to the person who signed the offer on behalf of the Tenderer.

3. The tender should be signed by the person/persons authorized/authorized to represent the Tenderer, in accordance with the form of representation specified in the court register or other document relevant to the organizational form of the Tenderer 
or by a person authorized by the authorized person, the power of attorney must 
be attached to offers. In the absence of an appropriate power of attorney, the Awarding Entity may once request the Tenderer to submit missing documents, setting 
a deadline for the Awarding Entity to provide the document. If after the expiry of the deadline the Tenderer fails to provide the document, the bid signed by a person not authorized to represent the Tenderer will be rejected due to formal errors.
4. The Tenderer shall bear all expenses related to preparing and submitting a tender
5. The Tenderer shall submit only one Tender in the response of this RFQ.
XI. TENDER VALIDITY PERIOD: 
Tender validity period is 90 days counted from the final date of submitting  tenders.

XII. REJECTION OF THE TENDER:

The Contracting Authority rejects the offer in the following cases:  :

1. Tender was submitted by Tenderer who became disqualified from the procedure.

2. The Tender was signed by a person, who is not authorized to represent the Tenderer in a form of representation defined in court register or in other document relevant 
to the organizational frame of the tenderer or by a person who is not granted with power of attorney of the person authorized and the power of attorney is not enclosed to the Tender. In case of the missing document, the Awarding Entity can ask the Tender to deliver the missing document only once with specified deadline. If the Tenderer will not deliver the missing documents after the deadline, the Tender, signed by unauthorized person to represent the Tenderer, will be rejected due 
to formal mistakes.

3. Tender does not fulfill conditions of Request for Quotation no 17/04/2022/3.2.1 POIR and the Enclosures which are integral part of the request for quotation.
4. Tender contains significant calculations mistakes.
5. The technical specification attached to the tender does not comply with the specification indicated in Annex 1 to this request of quotation no. 17/04/2022/3.2.1 POIR.
XIII. INFORMATION ON FOREIGN CURRENCIES IN WHICH THE SETTLEMENTS BETWEEN THE AWARDING ENTITY AND ECONOMIC OPERATORS CAN BE PERFORMED:
Settlements between the Awarding Entity and selected Tenderers shall be performed 
in Polish currency (PLN) or in foreign currency. In case of tenders in foreign currency, 
the conversion shall be based on average rate stated by the National Bank of Poland 
on the day the protocol for the selection of tender was prepared. 
XIV. DESCRIPTION AND IMPORTANCE OF THE SELECTION CRITERIA:
The Awarding Entity shall consider the following selection criteria:

	1. Net price of the object of the contract
	85%

	2. Warranty period for mechanical and electronic parts
	15%


The Tenderer with the biggest number of points shall be selected, according to the following methodology:

The Awarding Entity defines ‘Net Price of the object of the contract’ as the total DDP Białystok net price of the object of the contract for performing the object of the contract. The evaluation based on the criteria of ‘Net price of the object of the contract’ (Kc) shall be performed according to the following formula:

Kc = [(Cn/Co) x 85%] x 100

whereas:

Cn – the lowest net price offered of the object of the contract
Co – net price of the object of the contract offered in the tender being analyzed
Kc – number of points granted to the tender for the criterion ‘Net price of the object of the contract ’

The criterion "Warranty period for mechanical and electronic parts" is the Employer's defined warranty period for mechanical and electronic parts of device (subcontracting for months) and counting as of the date of acceptance of the delivery and installation of the machines (from 
SAT approval), calculated for 3 shift work 5 days a week.

The evaluation based on the criterion of ‘Warranty period for mechanical and electronic parts’ will be performed according to the following formula:

Kg = [(Go/Gn) x 15%] x 100

whereas:

Go – warranty period for mechanical and electronic parts offered in the tender being analyzed


Gn – the longest warranty period for mechanical and electronic parts offered

Kg – number of points granted to the tender for the criterion ‘Warranty period for mechanical and electronic parts’

The Awarding Entity shall select one of the valid tenders that meets all conditions determined in the detailed description of the object of the contract and acquires the biggest number of points in the final evaluation, having deemed it the most beneficial tender.
K = Kc + Kg

whereas:

K – number of points in the final evaluation

Kc – number of points granted to the tender for the criterion ‘Net price of the object 
of the contract’

Kg - number of points granted to the tender for the criterion ‘Warranty period 
of mechanical and electronic parts’

The number of points gained in each criteria, will be expressed to two decimal places and the

rounding will be made in accordance with generally accepted mathematical principles.
XV. CONDITIONS OF THE AGREEMENT CHANGES:

Agreement concluded as a result of this request for quotation shall be changed by Annex to the Agreement in the following field and cases:

· in the event of change of the value of the contract, i.e. increase or decrease in tax rates on goods and services related to the object of the procurement as a result 
of changes in the Act of 11 March 2004 on the tax on goods and services (Journal 
of Laws Dz. U. of 2004. No. 54, Item 535, as amended), which enter into force 
on the date of conclusion of the contract and before producing the object 
of the contract by the Contractor;
· in the event of termination of the contract, if the contract for a grant concluded between the Awarding Entity and the Polish Agency for Enterprise Development 
is terminated ;
· in the event of changes in the deadline for the execution of the contract, when the Project is in progress and circumstances justify the changes in the deadline for the completion of the contract for the proper implementation of the Project;

· the Awarding Entity predicts possibility of changes in the agreements provisions 
in relation to the content of the offer, on the basis of which the Contractor have been chosen, only in the event of the occurrence new information, facts preclusive the agreement  realization in the primal form, solely because unpredictable reasons on the agreement concluding stage and provide that it will not impact the purposes and results of the project and the change will be made for the project security. The amendment will be performed by mutual agreement between both Parties.
· the occurrence of the force majeure, including e.g. delays occurring as a result 
of the COVID-19 pandemic, war, declared or undeclared hostilities, natural disasters.
· in event of changing the method of settling the contract or making payments to the Tenderer, e.g. as a result of changes in the contract for co-financing the project 
or guidelines for project implementation concluded by the Awarding Entity; 

· in the case of the necessity to implement the project using other technical 
or technological solutions than indicated in the project documentation, in the event of situation, when the application of the planned solutions could lead 
to failure to perform or defective implementation of the project;

· in every case, when the change is beneficial for the Awarding Entity 
(e.g. it shortens the deadline for contract execution, decreases the value of the project).

Changes to the provisions of the concluded contract require, for their validity, a written form in the form of an annex signed by both Parties.
