The Contracting Authority implements the project under the title „Research and development in the field of AI technology to develop a multi-purpose decision engine in the operation and maintenance of machinery and equipment using an innovative representation space combining multimodal inputs consisting of numerical, textual and pictorial modalities” No POIR.01.01.01-00-0643/21-00, co-financed by the European Union from the European Regional Development Fund under the Smart Growth Operational Programme for years 2014-2020, Priority axis I: Support for conducting R&D works by enterprises, measure 1.1 R&D projects of enterprises, Sub-measure 1.1.1 Industrial research and development works carried out by enterprises. 
The aim of the research and development project is to carry out R&D works aimed at developing product innovation - a unique in the world multimodal decision-making engine in the field of operation and maintenance (O&M) of machines and devices, using innovative representation space combining the modality of text and image to identify different classes / models of possible machine failures based on multimodal data.

3. The procedure used for the award of the contract:

3. The provisions of the Act of 11 September 2019 – Public Procurement Law do not apply to the present proceedings.

4. The proceedings are conducted in Polish and English.
5. The Ordering Party provides  for supplementary orders.
6. The Contracting Authority shall not allow the submission of partial tenders.
7. The Contracting Authority does not allow the submission of variant offers.
8. The Contracting Authority does not provide for reimbursement of the costs of participation in the proceedings.

9. The Ordering Party reserves the right, before the deadline for submitting tenders, to change the request for quotation without giving a reason, to cancel the procedure at any stage of the procedure without giving a reason. 

10. In the event of cancellation of the proceedings, the Contractor shall not be entitled to a claim against the Ordering Party.

Chapter 3. Date and place of performance of the contract
1. The Contractor is obliged to perform the subject of the contract in accordance with the work schedule, which may be updated in this respect. The total period of involvement in the project at the above position will not exceed the duration of the project and each time it will result from the legitimacy of its further implementation. In the event of completion of the project before the deadline, the Ordering Party shall inform the Contractor about the need to terminate the contract resulting from this inquiry.  

2. Acceptance of works takes place on the basis of a monthly report. The scope of the report will be developed in detail with the selected Contractor and will be based on the Sprint process enabling planning, implementation and evaluation of the completed works. The Ordering Party shall submit the report electronically by the 3rd day of each completed month at the latest. Acceptance of the report is considered to be the lack of response from the Ordering Party within 5 days of its receipt. After this period, the Contractor will issue a monthly bill for the work carried out. 

3. Place of performance of the subject of the contract: remotely/at the contractor’s office.
Chapter 4. Description of how to prepare the offer
1. The offer should be prepared in Polish or English in electronic form in accordance with the offer form constituting Appendix No. 1 to this request for quotation. 

2. The tender together with the attachments must be signed by the person personally providing the subject of the contract. 

3. Each Contractor may submit only one tender under this procedure.

4. The offer will be rejected if its content does not correspond to the content contained in Appendix No. 1 to this request for quotation. Rejection of the offer does not give the Contractor the right to make claims against the Ordering Party. 

5. The proposed price should be presented in the Offer Form. 
6. The offer price must be presented as the gross price.
7. If the value of the subject of the order is given in a foreign currency, the conversion into PLN will be made according to the NBP sales rate from the day preceding the opening of the offers.

8. The price of the offer shall be given in monetary units to two decimal places.

9. The offer price will be valid for the entire period of binding the offer and will be binding for the concluded contract.

10. When providing the price of the offer, all elements related to the correct and timely implementation of the subject of the contract should be taken into account.

11. The price of the offer is the value of the contract and will not be subject to change in the course of the contract. 

Chapter 5. Conditions for participation in the proceedings
1. The award of a contract may be applied for by persons who:

a) are not subject to exclusion from the proceedings;

b) meet the conditions for participation in the proceedings in the scope of:

· a candidate should have scripting knowledge in Python, Perl, Bash, Go or Ruby.
Verification of compliance with the above criteria will take place on the basis of copies of documents confirming qualifications, experience, specializations, such as CV, certificates, diplomas etc. and submitting the declaration set out in Appendix No. 1. 
2. Contractors who meet the following conditions may apply for the award of the contract:
· They meet the conditions for participation in the procedure to the extent corresponding to the subject of the contract.
3. Only Contractors who declare that there are no grounds for exclusion from the procedure may apply for the award of the contract.

4. The assessment of the fulfillment of the above-mentioned conditions for participation in the proceedings will be made on the basis of the statements  made by the Contractor:
· Declaration on the fulfillment of the conditions for participation in the proceedings (Appendix No. 1).
· Statement on the lack of personal and capital ties (Appendix No. 2).
· Declaration of non-sanctioning (Appendix No. 3).
Chapter 6. Exclusion of the Contractor
1. Contractors who fail to demonstrate that the conditions for participation in the proceedings have been met and that there are no grounds for exclusion from the proceedings will be excluded from the present proceedings. 
2. Entities related personally or by capital to the Ordering Party may not participate in the proceedings.  Capital or personal ties are understood as mutual relations between the Ordering Party and the Contractor consisting in: 

a) Participation in the company as a partner in a civil law or partnership.

b) Holding shares or at least 10% of shares, unless the lower threshold results from legal provisions or has not been established by the IZ.
c) Performing the function of a member of the supervisory or management body or proxy.
d) Remaining in such a legal or factual relationship as may give rise to reasonable doubts as to impartiality in the selection of the Contractor, in particular remaining married, in a relationship of kinship or affinity in a straight line, kinship and affinity in the collateral line to the second degree or in a relationship of adoption, care or guardianship.

3. In the event that the Contractor is personally or capitally related to the Ordering Party, the Contractor shall be excluded from the proceedings.

4. Confirmation of the lack of personal or capital ties is the submission by the Applicant of a statement on the lack of personal or capital ties (Appendix No. 2 to this request for quotation). 
5. Suppliers who are subject to sanctions due to aggression against Ukraine cannot participate in the proceedings. Entities subject to sanctions will be excluded from this proceeding.

Chapter 7. Criteria for the evaluation of tenders
1. The Contracting Authority shall evaluate the tenders with the following criteria:

Criterion 1:
The highest number of points in criterion 1 will be awarded to the offer with the lowest gross price. The evaluation of the remaining tenders will be made according to the following formula: 
C1 = (Cn/Cb*100) * 100% 
C1– points received under the criterion. 
Cn – gross gross price of the cheapest offer. 
Cb – gross gross price of the audited offer. 
The maximum number of points possible to earn in this criterion – 100 points. 
1.  The final grade is the sum of the points obtained according to the above-mentioned criterion. The most advantageous offer will be selected which, in accordance with the above evaluation criterion, obtains the highest number of points among the non-rejected offers. All calculations will be made to two decimal places.

2.  If the Ordering Party is not able to choose the most advantageous offer due to the fact that the offers which received the same number of points have been submitted, the Ordering Party will start the process of negotiating with Contractors whose offers received the same number of points in order to select the Contractor who under in the above-mentioned negotiation process decides to submit an offer with a lower price.

The opening of the offers will take place on 27.12.2022. The contracting authority does not assume the public opening of tenders. 
2. The date of submission of the offer shall be the date of receipt of the e-mail to the Ordering Party's electronic address specified in the above paragraph 1a or the date of receipt of the offer to the Ordering Party specified in the above paragraphs 1b and 1c or the date of completion of the call for proposals for point 1d. 

3. Offers submitted after the deadline will not be considered. 

4. The Contractor is associated with the offer for a period of 30 days, the run begins from the date of expiry of the deadline for submitting tenders.

5. The period for binding the offer shall begin to run on the day following the expiry date of the call for tenders.

6. The Contractor, independently or at the request of the Ordering Party, may extend the deadline for binding the offer by a maximum of another 30 days.

7. Before the deadline for submitting offers, the Contractor may make changes to the submitted offer or withdraw it. Changes in the offer or its withdrawal should be delivered to the Ordering Party in writing under pain of nullity before the deadline for submitting tenders. The modification or withdrawal of a tender shall include an additional indication of the word 'Amendment of tender' or 'Withdrawal of the tender' in the title of the dossier. 
8. In the course of examining and evaluating offers, the Ordering Party may request from the Contractor explanations regarding the content of the submitted offers. 

9. Any changes to the content of the request for quotation and the Contractor's explanation become an integral part of the request for quotation and are binding on the Contractor. 

Chapter 9. Submission of a bid
1. The offer should contain the Offer Form completed in accordance with the request for quotation in accordance with Appendix No. 1 together with the annexes to this request for quotation mentioned in the point 5.1.
2. Statement on meeting the conditions for participation in the procedure (Appendix No. 1 to the request for quotation).

3. Statements on the lack of personal or capital ties (Appendix No. 2 to the request for quotation). 
4. Declaration of non-sanctioning (Appendix No. 3).

Chapter 10. Results of the proceedings
1. The Ordering Party shall publish information on the results of the procedure on the bazakonkurencyjnosci.org.pl portal and provide it to each Contractor who has submitted an offer.

2. The Contracting Authority shall conclude a contract with the selected Contractor on the terms presented by the Ordering Party, consistent with the content of the request for quotation and the submitted offer.

3. The Contractor will be informed by phone or e-mail about the date and place of signing the contract, the conclusion of the contract remotely or electronically is also possible.
4. If the Contractor whose offer has been selected refrains from concluding the contract on the performance of the contract, the Ordering Party has the right to call the Contractor to sign the contract. After the expiry of the deadline specified in the request to sign the contract, the Ordering Party has the right to recognize that the Contractor has refused to sign the contract. In such a situation, the Ordering Party may conclude an agreement with a Contractor who meets the requirements of the inquiry and whose offer has successively obtained the highest number of points.
Chapter 11. Terms and conditions for changing the contract
1. The Ordering Party provides for the possibility of changing the provisions of the concluded contract in relation to the content of the offer on the basis of which the offer was selected, in the event of at least one of the circumstances described below:

a) change in the method of settling the contract or making payments to the Contractor – e.g. as a result of the project co-financing agreement concluded by the Ordering Party or changes in the Guidelines for project implementation; 
b) change of the date of implementation of the subject of the  order – after the consent of the Intermediary Institution of the National Centre for Research and Development (NCBiR).
c) occurrence of force majeure - "force majeure" is considered to be natural disasters, hurricane, flood, transport disasters, fire, explosions, war and other extraordinary events, the occurrence of which lies beyond the reach and control of the contracting parties ("force majeure" is (a) an external event; (b) impossible or almost unforeseeable; (c) the effects of which cannot be prevented).
d) the need to implement the subject of the contract using other technical, technological or material solutions than those indicated in the documentation – in a situation where the application of the provided solutions threatened non-performance or defective performance of the subject of the contract. 
e) in any case, when the change is beneficial for the Ordering Party – e.g. it shortens the deadline for the performance of the contract, reduces the value of the order, significantly changes the scope of the project. 
2. Changes in the provisions of the concluded contract for their validity require the written form in the form of an annex, under pain of nullity, signed by both parties. 

Chapter 12. Personal data protection (GDPR)
